WHAT /S THE NATIONAL DISABILITY INSURANCE SCHEME?

THE National Disability Insurance Scheme (also called the NDIS) is the new way of providing support
to Australians with disability, their families and carers. The NDIS will provide all Australians under
the age of 65 with a permanent and significant digbwith the reasonable and necessary supports
they need to enjoy an ordinary life.

The NDIS will help people with disability achieve their goals, including independence, community
involvement, education, employemt and health and wellbeing\s an ingrance scheme, the NDIS

takes a lifetime approach, investing in people with disability early to impttosie outcomes later in

life. The NDIS also provides people with disability, their family and carers with information and
referrals to existing supposervices in the communitgy 2019, the NDIS will support about

460,000 Australians with disability.
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Why do we need the NDIS?

People with disability have the same right as other Australians to decide their best interests and to

have choiceandcontraver their | ives. The NDIS recogni ses
different. The NDIS provides people with individualised support and the flexibility to manage their
supports to help them achieve their goals and enjoy an ordinary life. Ther&idSes a disability

system that was unfair and inefficient with a new, national system that is weading, equitable

and sustainable. This provides certainty and consistency for people with disability, their families

and carers. Australians wilbw have peace of mind that if their child or loved one is born with or

acquires a significant disability that is likely to be with them for life they will get the support they

need, when they need it.

COMPANY STRUCTURE

THE Currajong Disability Services board has recently voted to change from an Incorporated
Associatiorto a Company.imited by Guarante€eThis process is expected to take 10 weeks to
complete.

What is the difference? An incorporatedassociation is a type of incorporated legal structure made

under the NSW Associations Incorporation Act 2009 (NSW). A company limited by guarantee (CLG) is
another type of incorporated legal structure made under the Commonwealth Corporations Act 2001
(Cth. Both are suitable legal structures fimot-for-profit groups but an Association revenue must

not exceed $2million in NSW.

Changing from an Inc. to a CLG - Transferring from an incorporated association to a CLG does not
affect the identity of the organisation. Any contracts or agreements that the association had
(including employment contracts) will continue to operate and be enforceable after the assotiation
transfer to a company. Any charity registration and charity tax concessions (including any DGR
endorsement) are also capable of preservation during the transition.
