While we encourage and appreciate your calls and enquiries each day, sometimes they can
be counterproductive and we ask you to allow up to 15 minutes for the commuter to

attend to your loved onés. This allows our Disability Support Workers to perform their roles
thoroughly and without the extra pressure of unnecessary time constraints.

employing extra staff, we ask for you to please understand that we are doing our very best

to assist you as best we can. CDS is bigger than all of us and there are many factors-on a day
to-day basis that go into keeping the organisation rugniiom training staff, acquiring
medications and tools relevant to performance and much more. In an ideal world everyone
would get what they want with more immediacy but as we all know that is not always

possible.
